The Tower of London
The Tower of London on the north bank of the river Thames spans over 900 years of British history. It has over the centuries been a fortress, a palace, a prison, the home of the Royal Mint, the royal menagerie and the Royal Observatory, and an arsenal for ordnance and small arms. It is now a museum of arms and armour – a collection which dates from the first half of the sixteenth century. 
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The oldest part of the Tower of London is the WHITE TOWER. The White Tower was started by William the Conqueror and intended to protect and control the City of London and to dominate approaches by river. The White Tower was built as a royal palace and fortress for William the Conqueror about 1078 and the Tower of London grew up around it.    
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Few places can claim a richer heritage of noble architecture than Greenwich. Within its bounds were once 2 royal palaces, 2 royal dockyards, Wren´s magnificent Royal Hospital for Seamen and the Royal Military Academy. It is now the home of the Royal Arsenal and the Royal Artillery in Woolwich. Greenwich has more Thames riverside than any other London Borough, which has greatly affected its development, as well as many parks and open spaces offering a wide range of sport and leisure opportunities. The Roman road from the continent to London bisects the borough and many Roman remains have been found. Most important of these are the temple in Greenwich Park, a hill fort at Charlton and a cemetery in Woolwich. Other indications of early settlements include pre-historic mounds at Shooters Hill and Plumstead plus Saxon barrows in Greenwich Park. Early developments were concentrated by the river, giving the area close links with England´s naval history.
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
